Such notice must be given at least two hours before arrival through the Puerto Rico Police Bureau’s website (registroop.policia.pr.gov), or personally at the police station nearest to your point of entry. Failure to comply with this duty is a misdemeanor offense under current law.

	

	This order shall take effect immediately. In the event of a natural disaster or a similar situation that causes the division of the Court to close on the day the evidentiary hearing was to be held, the protection order will be extended automatically for seven calendar days. The seven calendar-day extension will begin to run upon the expiration date) provided in the ex parte protection order.


	

	Any person who knowingly violates any of the terms of this order will be committing a misdemeanor or a felony, as the case may be. In addition, violating this protection order may entail a finding of contempt of court, which may result in a penalty of incarceration, a fine, or both, at the discretion of the Court. 


	

	Any state or territory of the United States may enforce this Protection Order, and violators will be subject to the applicable state and federal criminal penalties.
